Mark 12:33

In the first reading, the prophet Isaiah pleads with God to
do something drastic to awaken His people’s spiritual life. It
was a time of moral and spiritual indifference, “we have wan-
dered far from your way, oh Lord” rip the heavens open that
we become mindful of your ways!” The season of Advent is a
time to contemplate how God answered the prophet’s prayer.

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ADVENT WREATH

A common Advent symbol is the wreath,
a circle of evergreens with four candles.

CIRCLE: We find circles in many images of our faith such as
wedding rings, halos, round baptismal fonts, the crown of Christ
the King, the crown of thorns. Here the circle represents eternity,
time, community and life. It reminds us of the reign of God and
the sacrifice of Jesus. The circle of the Advent wreath is like a
window giving us a glimpse of heaven. Advent prepares us for
the wedding banquet in the Kingdom when Christ will come
again. It tells us about birth and re-birth, about God in a mother’s
womb and a hollowed-out tomb. Our simple wreath soon enough
will become the thorny crown piercing Jesus’ head, to give us the
victor’s crown of eternal life.

GREENS: The color green is often associated with nature - the
seasons that lead trees to lose their greenery in winter, restored in
the green grass and springtime buds. Using evergreens in the mid-
dle of December is a sign and promise of the new life Christ
brings by His birth even in the darkest time of the year. When we
use real greens to decorate our Advent wreaths, we also acknowl-
edge that our life on earth is fragile and temporary.

CANDLES: Light is a primary symbol of Advent. As the days
grow shorter, we arrive at the longest night of the year at the
winter solstice. We look forward to Christmas, when dark-
ness begins to diminish and the sun remains ever longer \‘
with us. The gradual lighting of additional Advent candles
shows our faith in the power of Christ to overcome the
growing darkness of our lives. Christ illuminates our lives

and lights

our way on the path to his Kingdom. The four candles

mark the days as we keep watch for Christ’s coming.
